The 2010 NEBRASCOE State Convention was held June 19, 2010 in Grand Island, Nebraska at the Howard Johnson Riverside Inn.
NEBRASCOE President Steve Stark gave a welcome and called the Convention to order.

Nebraska State Executive Director, Dan Steinkruger addressed the group.  He informed us about a bill in Washington DC that contains an AD-Hac Disaster Program, advance payments for SURE and also money for Direct Operating Loans.   He also mentioned the following:

1. Remodeling going on at the state office which will get the program staffs in the same area and also improve the program training area.

2. The new PT Training Program is in place.

3. Five COTS will be finishing in August and September.  More COTS will be hired.

4. Have four new FLOTS.

5. Budget – Not a lot of extra money, but should have enough for supplies including paper.

6. We may not get a COLA in 2011.  If we do it will probably be a 1 or 1 ½%.
7. New staff at the State Office – Seth Cross, Michael Kresin and Tracy Ideus.

State Committee Chairperson, Susan Frazier was the next speaker.  She thanked us for all our hard work. 

Northwest Area Executive Director, Cindy Hall of Nebraska was next on the agenda.  She gave a run down of what her first year as NWA Director had involved.  She mentioned the following:

1. Changes on the COC election ballot should make it easier for corporation signatures.

2. DAFO is trying to eliminate the COC and field reporters security training on the computer.

3. Still working on PT re-classification.  NASCOE is trying to get a District Specialist that would be a grade 8. 
4. To help promote NASCOE a new Membership Group has been formed.  This group consists of five members.  These members have worked from a few months to five years.

5. The State of Idaho is bidding for the 2012 National NASCOE Convention.  North Carolina is also bidding.

Trevor Gartner from the JM Marketing Company spoke to the group.  He will be contacting the County Offices with information about what benefits are available for the NEBRASCOE Membership.  JM Marketing also gave a donation to NEBRASCOE.

Northwest Legislative Chairperson, Greg Chewakin  reported what was happening with the legislative committee.  He is also encouraging membership to sign up for CAPWIZ and PAC.  Signing up for both and/or either group must NOT be done on government computers but on our own personal computers.  More information is available on the NASCOE website. www.nascoe.org
