Mellisa Koetter made the motion to accept the treasurer’s report.  Raela Brandt seconded. Motion carried.
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Programs/Legislative - Mellisa Koetter and Linda Melchert

Copies of the Negotiation-Consultation Items submitted were distributed to the board.  There were nine items submitted. 

Five items will be submitted to National NASCOE as program items.  
1. Develop method to transmit a secured electronic file to IRS regarding the form CCC-931.
2. Develop a DCP Application Report to show names of the owners and operators and not just farm numbers.

3. Simplify the FSA-658 page of software by adding a “Certify and Print” button.

4. Add a SCIMS link to all NRRS search fields that require a tax ID number.

5. Try to get the option to use text messaging for county offices.

Three items were determined Negotiation Items.

1. Permanently reduce or eliminate the percentage of extra CRP weed spot-checks required by
NE. Exhibit 1. 

2. Add a report that queries out the completed PRS data loads and certifications.

3. Face to face training on the performance plans.
The Board is adding another Negotiation Item requesting Training/Support Meetings be held in conjunction with the Managers’ Meetings. This has been requested before with no results, so we will try again.

The ninth item was not a Negotiation –Consultation item but concerned the NEBRASCOE website not being updated for a long time. Now when there are new postings, nothing can be opened. It was also requesting more detailed information be shared with non-board members. 

A Legislative Conference will be held in Washington DC February 7th -9th. Greg Chewakin, Linda Melchert, Ann Kurgpeweit, Pamela Johansen and Niki Dittmer will be attending.  

The delegation will meet on the 7th to receive instructions and talking points with the representatives. 

Appointments have been made on February 8th to meet with Fortenberry, Nelson, Terry, Johanns and Smith.  On the 8th the delegation will meet to turn in reports of those meetings. 

Publicity – Raela Brandt

A newsletter will be sent out after the February Legislative Conference.

Scholarships/Awards – Pamela Johansen

Pamela reported the form for the National Scholarships on the website has been corrected.  It was decided there will be three judges for the Nebraska Scholarships instead of seven.  She will send out a reminder for submitting scholarships applications and nominations for awards including sick leave awards.
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Benefits – Larry Steinbrecher

Larry wanted to remind members to refer to the National NASCOE website to see what benefits are available.

Membership – Sherry Stubbendeck

There are 244 paid county office members.   Thirty four county offices are 100% membership.  They are Adams, Antelope, Boone, Burt, Butler, Cedar, Chase, Cuming, Dawson, Dixon/Dakota, Dodge, Franklin, Gage, Hamilton, Holt/Boyd, Jefferson, Johnson, Kearney, Know, Lancaster, Madison, Merrick, Morrill, Nance, Nemaha, Nuckolls, Otoe, Pawnee, Pierce, Polk, Richardson, Seward, Stanton and Thurston.

The dues amount for the upcoming year was discussed.  The National NASCOE has increased dues $15 since 2008. States are now submitting $55 per member to National NASCOE.  NEBRASCOE has held their state dues at the same rate through these increases and used cookbook money when needed.  The motion was made by Larry Steinbrecher and seconded by Linda Melchert to change NEBRASCOE dues from .0017 to .002 for the year starting July 1, 2012.  Motion carried.
