2008 National NASCOE Convention

Discussion of expenses for the 2008 Convention.  According to the contract for the Wednesday night entertainment, the hotel lodging for the entertainer was to be provided for one night. Val Phelps paid this.  The motion was made by Sherry Stubbendeck and seconded by Linda Melchert that NEBRASCOE reimburse Val Phelps for this amount.  Motion carried.

At the National 2008 Convention, the NWA voted to have a Northwest Area Treasurer.  The treasurer will be the NWA Alternate Executive. This fund will be used to assist any state in the NWA with financial support to hold a NWA Rally.  The amount that each state is to submit on October 1st of each year is one dollar per member.
